The Australian Energy Market Commission (AEMC) gives notice under the National  
Energy Retail Law as follows: 
Under s 251, the Australian Energy Regulator has requested the Strengthening protections for 
customers in hardship (Ref. RRC0017) proposal. The proposal seeks to replace rule 75 of the 
National Energy Retail Rules to allow for the development of binding Customer Hardship 
Policy Guidelines. Submissions must be received by 28 June 2018.
