
 

 

Notice under National Electricity Law 
The Australian Energy Market Commission (AEMC) gives notice under the National  
Electricity Law as follows: 
Under s 95, Adani Renewables has requested the Intra-regional settlement residue allocation 
(Ref.  ERC0251) proposal. The proposal seeks the reallocation of intra-regional settlement 
residues to apply equally to both generators and network users. 
 
Under s 95, Adani Renewables has requested the Loss factor frameworks (Ref. ERC0262) 
proposal. The proposal seeks the change in methodology used to calculate marginal loss 
factors from forward-looking to an average loss factor methodology. 
 
Under s 93(1) (a), the rule change requests for ERC0251 and ERC0262, have been 
consolidated. The consolidated request is named Transmission loss factors (Ref. ERC0251). 
Submissions for the consolidated request are currently open and must be received by 18 July 
2019 under the project code ERC0251.
