The Australian Energy Market Commission (AEMC) gives notice under the 
National Electricity Law (NEL) of the following matters. 

Under Section 107, the period of time for the making of: 

• the draft determination on the proposed National Electricity Amendment (Region 
Boundaries) Rule 2007;  

• the draft determination on the proposed National Electricity Amendment (Split Snowy 
Region) Rule 2007; and 

• the draft determination on the proposed National Electricity Amendment (Congestion 
Pricing and Negative Residue Management Arrangements for the Snowy Region) Rule 
2007;and 

• the final determination on the draft National Electricity Amendment (Abolition of Snowy 
Region) Rule 2007,  

has been extended to 30 August 2007. 

Under Section 95, NEMMCO has requested the making of the proposed National Electricity 
Amendment (Central Dispatch and Integration of Wind and Other Intermittent Generation) Rule 
2007. The proposal seeks to amend the rules relating to central dispatch primarily to integrate 
significant intermittent generation into the central dispatch and PASA processes. Submissions: 

• must be received by 6 July 2007;  

• should be forwarded to submissions at submissions@aemc.gov.au; and 

• will be published on the AEMC’s website subject to a claim of confidentiality.
