Notice under National Electricity Law

The Australian Energy Market Commission (AEMC) gives notice under the National Electricity
Law (NEL) of the following matters.

Under section 95, the Australian Energy Regulator has requested the making of the proposed
National Electricity Amendment (Re-classification of Contingency Events) Rule 2008. The
proposal primarily seeks to implement a clearer process for NEMMCO to re-classify
contingency events during abnormal conditions. Submissions must be received by 12 May
2008.

Under section 99, the making of the draft determination and draft National Electricity
Amendment (Economic Regulation of Transmission Services Undertaken by Distributors) Rule
2008. In relation to the draft determination:

e Requests for a pre-determination hearing must be received by 17 April 2008.
e Submissions must be received by 23 May 2008.

Under section 107, the period of time for preparing the draft determination for the proposed
National Electricity Amendment (Compensation Arrangements under Administered Pricing)
Rule 2008 has been extended from 1 May 2008 to 5 June 2008.
