The consolidated Rule request seeks to
amend the value of imputation credits (gamma) to determine the estimated cost of corporate
income. Submissions must be received by 19 April 2012.

Under sections 102 and 103, the making of the National Electricity Amendment (Negative
intra-regional settlements residue) Rule 2012 No. 2 and related final determination. All
provisions commence on 5 April 2012.
